Schools, research institutions, commercial companies, science clubs, teams and or groups of students or teachers, 
and individuals may prepare a booth to present their work at the Conference’ Science Fair. A short abstract of no more than 500 words 
describing the activity must be submitted by July 25, 2008. 

Selected works will be submitted for publication in a special number of the International Journal on Hands-on Science www.aect.pt/hsci/ij.html 
English is the official language of the Conference. Abstracts received in other languages, before July 25, may also be accepted.
